Total journey time from Girona airport 30 – 45 minutes, From Barcelona 90 minutes – 2 hours,       From Perpignan, France – 1 hour.

Leave the AP7 motorway at Junction 4 (Figueres south).  Or leave the national road N11/N2 at Figueres south, following signs for Borrassà, Banyoles and Olot.  Both roads bring you to the roundabout at junction 4 of the AP7. Take the roundabout exit to Borrassà, Ordis, Banyoles, Olot. This is the C26, which bypasses Borrassa on your right (has a church spire lit up at night).  Go straight across the first roundabout towards Ordis and Banyoles (about 2 km). 

You then have two options. Option 1 takes you through the village or Ordis with a short stretch of fairly narrow twisty road, Option 2 takes you past the village on the C26 bypass and then back towards the village from the other end, missing out the village centre (ideal for people who don't like driving through narrow streets).

A.  Option 1: At the next roundabout, take third turning into Ordis centre, the GIV 5128.  Keep on this road, do not turn off.  It takes you into the village of Ordis.  Go straight through the village and out the other side:  On the way in, you´ll pass newish housing on either side and a community centre with a wooden fenced basketball court on your left.  You come to a junction with a mirror and a turning to left.  Do not turn left, go straight on, which is a narrow road into the village square.  It bends slightly with stone houses either side.  The Bar Cal Fusta (and usually parked cars) on your right.  Do not turn off, go straight(ish), following the signs for Ctra de Olot (meaning the Olot road).  The road bends slightly left then right, then a right angle bend to the left (in front of you is a sign on the wall saying Ctra de Olot and a second mirror).  You have now gone through the village and will pass a couple of houses either side, some recycling bins on your left, next to a bus shelter and large sculpture on your left.  Do not turn left here - keep going straight. The road bends to the right – on the corner there is a T junction - take the left turn – it says Camì de Espinavessa and Sant Nicolau. Stay on this road (which is the camì de Espinavessa).  

A.  Option 2: At the next roundabout take the second turning (I.e. go straight across, staying on the C26) signposted Banyoles and zona industrial.  At the next roundabout take the third exit to Ordis and zona industrial.  Stay on this road passing a large industrial building (Garcia de Pou headquarters) on your right, then a yellow house followed by a slight right hand bend.  Take the next turning on the right, which says Camì de Espinavessa and Sant Nicolau. Stay on this road (which is the camì de Espinavessa).  

B. – next part

Continue along the Camì de Espinavessa for 2 km.  You will pass Garcia de Pou on your right, then the road continues downhill, with trees either side, then uphill, a turning on the left (do not take this one) over a couple of humps that you have to take v slowly, downhill again, and opens out to fields either side.  As the road levels out, you come to a small cross roads, with a sign pointing to the left that says Sant Nicolau.  Turn left here.  This will feel like you’ve been in the middle of nowhere for ages, but don’t worry, you are nearly there! (This bit will take 5 to 10 minutes, depending on your speed).  

If you overshoot this turning, you go trough trees again then see a no entry sign saying Mas Carreras (a neighbour's farm) on your left.  Turn round and go back!  Take next turning right to Sant Nicolau.)

Follow the road, past open fields, the through a wood, after the wood, pass through fields again and the road goes to the left, then right.  We are on your left hand side, after the stone church also on your left. (This takes just a few minutes after you turn off the main track).
